So our job is to seek God in every action, every person and
every situation we find ourselves. The message of Christmas,
“Peace on earth, good will to all,” is meant to be a reality.
First, we need to acknowledge there is something much
greater than us and when we place ourselves in the power of
that Being, then there is nothing we cannot do, for, nothing is
impossible with God. Maybe the Christmas decorations have
once again been stored away and our Christmas lights no
longer shine but the meaning of Christmas, God loving us so
much to become one like us is true 365 days a year. But that
will only happen if we continue to seek Him everywhere and

show not how smart we are, but how wise. ?

What is Catholic Social Teaching?

Catholic social teaching has been called "our best kept secret,”
"our buried treasure," and "an essential part of Catholic faith."
Yet in the words of the US Catholic bishops:

"Far too many Catholics are not familiar with the basic content
of Catholic social teaching. More fundamentally, many
Catholics do not adequately understand that the social
teaching of the Church is an essential part of Catholic faith.
This poses a serious challenge for all Catholics, since it
weakens our capacity to be a Church that is true to the
demands of the Gospel."

The Church’s social teaching is a treasure of wisdom about
building a just society and living lives of holiness amidst the
challenges of modern society. It is derived from papal,
conciliar, and episcopal documents written in the modern era
that are a response of our Church leaders to the various
political, economic and social issues of our time.
One of the themes found in Catholic Social teaching is
"Solidarity" (see the opening quote). We are called to live in
solidarity or unity with our brethren not only here in Fair Lawn/
Glen Rock or the United States, but all around the world. "Our
culture is tempted to turn inward, becoming indifferent and
sometimes isolationist in the face of international
responsibilities. Catholic social teaching proclaims that we are
our brothers' and sisters' keepers, wherever they live. We are
one human family, whatever our national, racial, ethnic,
economic, and ideological differences. Learning to practice the
virtue of solidarity means learning that "loving our neighbor"
has global dimensions in an interdependent world." (Sollicitudo
Rei Socialis, no. 38).
