The exp lanat ion  g iven to  Sa in t  Faus t ina  Kowalska  
is  (her diary, p 699) Jesus told her Mankind will not have peace 
until they turn to the Fount of My Mercy, which is The Sacrament 
of Reconciliation and The Holy Eucharist.  
 

Jesus told her the soul who will go to confession (beforehand) 
and receive Holy Communion (on that day) shall obtain complete 
forgiveness of sins and punishment. 
 

On that day, all floodgates are opened.  Divine Mercy Sunday 
graces flow not from particular devotional practices, but from the 
Eucharist and its worthy reception.  It is the living Lord, who is 
truly present in the Eucharist, who pours out special graces of 
regeneration on those who unite themselves to Him in Holy Com-
munion on this particular Sunday. 

To fittingly observe Divine Mercy Sunday we should: 
    1. Celebrate the Feast on the Sunday after Easter. 
    2. Sincerely repent of all our sins. 
    3. Place our complete trust in Jesus. 
    4. Go to Confession, preferably before that Sunday. 
    5. Receive Holy Communion on the day of the Feast. 
    6. Venerate the Image of the Divine Mercy.

Peace and Justice Corner 
"The Good Samaritan" 

The parable of the Good Samaritan is meant to confront us 
with stark contrast.  If eternal life is tied up with love of 
neighbor and victim--which side are we on?  Are we willing to 
stand up for victims? Are we willing to risk and share some of 
our resources, power, and authority? Unfortunately, 
"Samaritan" has crept into our vocabulary as "do-gooder" but 
clearly Jesus had something much stronger in mind.  The Sa-
maritan--a victim himself as a member of an outcast minority 
in his time--takes a risk and opts for the victim...but this par-
able is about more than just helping a victim on a dark 
street.   It concerns the much broader issue of human solidar-
ity and what Pope John Paul II refers to as "structures of 
sin" [those prejudices/biases/policies which lead to the exis-
tence of "victims" in the first place].  For Jesus, as for 
Jeremiah, to know God is to do justice (cf.Jer 22:13-16).  God 
is on the side of the victim--the poor, the outcast. But that 
doesn't mean he's not on our side.  It means rather that God is 
pushing us to see, understand, and identify with the less fortu-
nate in our society. That is the meaning of the Church's 
"option for and with the poor." In a very real sense it is a call 
to conversion.  Excerpted from Credible Signs of Christ Alive by 
John P. Hogan  (a Faith First book).
