Year after year I read tons of articles in religious publications which 
repeat the same theme.  The suggestion is that we need to slow 
down.  Advent is after all a time for quiet reflection.  It is all about 
putting Christ back into Christmas and so on.  For most people it 
probably becomes a turn-off because it’s just unrealistic and does-
n’t respect the culture and society in which we live. 
 

I would like to tweak that theme just a bit. Sure we all need to slow 
down, to find places of peace and rest and reflection in the midst 
of busy lives. Maybe we can’t expect miracles but maybe each of 
us can try something. A few years ago we introduced Advent 
booklets of prayer and I asked if everyone could find five minutes 
a day to read the daily thought. This year, once again we will offer 
booklets and I really hope many will take advantage of them. 
 

You can however, read the booklet and still be crazed. What most 
of us need is a different perspective. I’m sure we will do what we 
do; shopping, decorating and maybe doing a million other things to 
get ready for Christmas.  But is there a way that we can try to en-
gage with God during this holy season. Often we do something for 
Lent. This year I’m asking if we can’t try that for Advent. 
 

What each person or household might engage in differs with your 
circumstances of being alone or a couple or maybe a family with 
several children.  Advent is not just about preparing for December 
25th; it is about preparing our lives to receive Christ.  Much of that 
happens in every day ways.  Can we have a special meal once a 
week or light the Advent wreath each night, maybe including a 
prayer or do something to slow ourselves down?  Maybe we can 
shop for one of our charities as a family so that it’s not just about 
the presents we give to each other but to recognize the many peo-
ple who have little or nothing.  There may even be the opportunity 
to watch some special program or movie to get us in the mood. 
 

The bottom line is the world around us probably is not going to 
help.  They will suggest we get into a busy, crazed state where we 
run around until we are beyond exhaustion.  We are not going to 
eliminate most of that activity but what else can we do so that we 
do not let this season get away without properly celebrating it.  
Long before I wish you Merry Christmas I want to say Happy Ad-
vent. Let’s make sure we make this season meaningful so that our 
Christmas celebration will be all the more significant when we get 
to it.  I know it’s not easy but we can do it if we try.

We 
need to go through it; we need to be good to ourselves, putting 
balance into our lives through prayer, reading, resting, relaxation 
and work. Grief takes time. Unrealistic expectations undermine the 
healing process.

Peace and Justice Corner 
 

We should not be surprised if we find Catholic social teaching 
to be demanding. The Gospel is demanding. We are always in 
need of conversion, of a change of heart. We are richly 
blessed, and as St. Paul assures us, we are destined for glory. 
Yet, it is also true that we are sinners; that we are not always 
wise or loving or just; that, for all our amazing possibilities, we 
are incompletely born, wary of life, and hemmed in by fears 
and empty routines. We are unable to entrust ourselves fully to 
the living God, and so we seek substituted forms of security in 
material things, in power, in indifference, in popularity, in pleas-
ure. The Scriptures warn us that these things can become 
forms of idolatry. We know that, at times, in order to remain 
truly a community of Jesus' disciples, we will have to say "no" 
to certain aspects of our culture, to certain trends and ways of 
acting that are opposed to a life of faith, love and justice.  
 

Changes in our hearts lead naturally to a desire to change how 
we act. With what care, human kindness, and justice do I con-
duct myself at work? How will my economic decisions to buy, 
sell, invest, divest, hire, or fire serve human dignity and the 
common good? In what career can I best exercise my talents 
so as to fill the world with the Spirit of Christ? How do my eco-
nomic choices contribute to the strength of my family and com-
munity, to the values of my children, to a sensitivity to those in 
need? In this consumer society, how can I develop a healthy 
detachment from things and avoid the temptation to assess 
who I am by what I have? How do I strike a balance between 
labor and leisure that enlarges my capacity for friendships, for 
family life, for community? What government policies should I 
support to attain the well-being of all, especially the poor and 
vulnerable?

2012 ST. CATHARINE JUBILEE MEDAL   

 
What is the Jubilee Medal? 
 The St. Catharine Jubilee Medal is awarded to publicly recognize and honor outstanding 
parishioners whose lives are examples of voluntary service and Christian values. 
 
Who is eligible? 
 To be eligible to be awarded the St. Catharine Jubilee Medal, a person must: 

1. be a registered, involved parishioner who serves the parish community; 
2. be recognized as a person who lives the Gospel message and provides outstanding 

Christian service in a volunteer capacity; 
3. have lived in the parish for at least 5 years and be 25 years old or older; 
4. receive nomination from a parishioner who is not a member of the Ministerial Staff (priests, 

deacons, pastoral associates); 
5. not be a member of the Ministerial Staff at the time of nomination or a previous awardee. 

 
What is the procedure? 

1. Registered parishioners of high school age or older may nominate one parishioner who is 
eligible (see above) by returning the completed and signed nomination form printed below. 

2. Nominations are due by 1:00 p.m. on Monday, November 28, 2011.  They may be 
submitted via the mail, front door mail slot of the rectory or the Sunday collection basket. 

3. The Parish Staff will review nominations and designate no more than 3 awardees. 
4. 2012 St. Catharine Jubilee Medals will be awarded on Sunday, January 22, 2012.
