Last Sunday four families – 5 adults and 8 children - experiencing 
homelessness left St. Catharine after a week’s stay with us in the 
Ministry Center. When they arrived the Sunday before, they 
called it, “The Marriot” and referred to their new home for a week 
as a “5 Star Hotel”. At the end of the week, they told us they did 
not want to leave and that staying with us was like a “vacation”. It 
was a great week for them, but an even more fulfilling week for 
those of us that had the privilege to meet and interact with them. 
 

Providing such a warm, welcoming place for the week was made 
possible by the generous giving and outpouring of more than 200 
of you from our parish – starting with children and including every 
age range of families, couples and individuals. You donated so 
many needed items – toiletries, linens, games, art supplies, 
books, paper goods and monetary donations so we could get 
what we were missing. You helped clean, set up rooms, shopped, 
brought meals and snacks, ate with our guests, played with the 
children, talked with the parents, stayed overnight, helped clean 
up at the end of the week, did laundry and packed things away 
for the next time we will host families for a two week period in 
March of 2012. 
 

There were several times when we weren’t quite sure if we had 
enough people to help or the right things available. Yet every 
single time volunteers showed up when they were needed and 
items were donated and often left for us in the center or by the 
front door. The presence of the Holy Spirit and of Christ’s teach-
ings to provide for those in need and being welcoming was 
clearly evident throughout the preparation and during the week.
